Our community shares the responsibility of being 
guardians of this stunning landscape. We hope that you 
will make the most of our wild playground, and care for 
it as we do by leaving no trace. Help us eliminate waste 
in the Queenstown Lakes District by supporting some of 
these local options while you’re here:

DRINK TAP WATER
Drink our tap water - it’s free, healthy 
and delicious, and will help reduce 
single use plastic waste. The Re� llNZ 
website map or app makes it easy to 
� nd locations where you can re� ll your 
reusable water bottle for free. 

SAY NO TO SINGLE USE 
TAKE-AWAY CUPS
Say no to single use take-away cups - 
sit in, bring your own reusable cup or use 
a deposit/return system in participating 
cafes. Local loan cup examples include 
the Chunky Loan Cup System.

RECYCLE WITH CARE
Put only the right things in recycling 
bins so it can meet quality standards. 
Recycling is available at campgrounds, 
the Wakatipu Recycling Centre in 
Queenstown and at Wastebusters in 
Wānaka (a small fee applies). Check out 
our A-Z Directory to � nd out where unwanted 
items can be dropped off for reuse, recycling, 
or safe disposal.

TAKE YOUR RUBBISH WITH YOU
Private resident and public litter bins are not to be used 
by campers for the disposal of general waste. Rubbish 
must be taken to a refuse centre.

Tiaki means to care for people and place, and the Tiaki 
Promise is a commitment to care for Aotearoa New 
Zealand now and for future generations, regardless of 
whether you live here or are visiting.

Take up the Tiaki Promise while in New Zealand and 
act as a guardian, protecting and preserving our home. 
While you’re here:

Traf� c behind you? 
Let it pass.

Contact Queenstown Lakes District Council on 
03 441 0499 to report any illegal camping, pollution, 
or public nuisance. Staff are available to respond 24 hours 
a day, seven days a week.

Contact Department of Conservation (DOC) on 
0800 362 468 for any wildlife or conservation concerns.

Always use the provided toilets 
(or your own)

Care for land, sea and nature, 
treading lightly and leaving no trace

Always use a designated wastewater 
dump station for your sewage sink water

Respect culture, travelling 
with an open heart and mind

Camping 
illegally may 
cost you

Where 
can large 
campervans 
park in town 
centres?

Plan ahead, drive safe and then sit back and 
enjoy the view. There are many places you can 
camp in the Queenstown Lakes District, ranging 
from fully serviced holiday parks to Department of 
Conservation (DOC) campsites.

You can � nd a full directory of all camping spots 
and facilities online at campermate.co.nz or 
download the free app.

Most council reserves are not permitted for 
freedom camping and � nes may be issued for rule 
breakers. Camp by the rules and � nd out more at 
www.qldc.govt.nz/responsible-camping.

Large campervans are prohibited from parking in 
Queenstown’s town centre but 33 parking spaces 
are available speci� cally for campervans in the 
Boundary Street Carpark nearby. 

Five spaces are available at the Mt Aspiring Road 
Carpark in Wānaka with plenty more in the parking 
lot near That Wānaka Tree and the Wānaka 
Watersports Facility. 

Eight spaces are available at the Ramshaw Lane 
Carpark in Arrowtown.
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
